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By The Rules by Jeff Brandt, Assistant Golf Professional
RULE 12
SEARCHING FOR AND IDENTIFYING BALL
12-1 Searching for Ball; Seeing ball
In searching for his ball anywhere on the course, the player may touch or bend long grass, rushes, 
bushes, whins, heather or the like, but only to extend necessary to find and identify it, provided that 
this does not improve the lie of the ball, the area of his intended surface or swing of his line of play. 
A player is not necessarily entitled to see his ball when making a stroke.
12-2 Identifying Ball
The responsibility for playing the proper ball rests with the player.  Each player should put an identifi-
cation mark on his ball.
If a player has reason to believe a ball at rest is his and it is necessary to lift the ball in order to iden-
tify it, he may lift the ball, without penalty, in order to do so.
Before lifting the ball, the player must announce his intention to his opponent in match play or his 
marker or a fellow-competitor in stroke play and mark the position of the ball.  The ball must not be 
cleaned beyond the extent necessary for identification when lifted under Rule 12-2.

Golf News by Steve Hughes, Director of Golf
This month I want to cover posting your scores online and introduce you to our Player Services personnel.
I get several questions regarding posting each month i.e., “What do I do if the Golf Shop is closed, or the line is too long or I just 
forget”.  Well the simplest thing to do is post online.  It is very simple and you don’t even need to remember you GHIN number.
MEN: go to www.azgolf.org LADIES: go to www.awga.org
Follow the simple steps to register if you haven’t already done so.  During this step you may need your member # (GHIN).  Once 
registered you can go to the Post a Score screen and you are done.  That simple.  The hardest part is remembering the website 
address; put it in your Favorites and you won’t forget.
If that isn’t enough, we have placed a drop box at Player Services for you to drop off your scorecard after-hours and the Golf Shop 
staff will post it on the following day.
Let me introduce you to the Player Services staff.  They are managed by Corey Baehman and supervised by Nick Enriquez, Mike 
Andrew, and John Hardy.  They take care of your golf clubs and golf carts.  Their primary responsibilities are to secure and main-
tain your golf clubs, clean and prepare golf carts for use, and maintain the driving range.  This job requires a lot of detail work. Are 
the clubs stored correctly and secured? Are the carts clean, in good repair and properly stocked?  Are both ready when the mem-
ber arrives?  Is the range set up properly, looking nice, balls clean, chairs set up, yardages correct, water out, club cleaningmateri-
als are available?  Their objective is to ensure everything you need is ready for your golf day.  If you like it, tell the Player Services 
attendant, if you don’t, tell Corey or a supervisor.
